These cards have been inspired, channeled, created and
brought life to alchemise the wisdom of the Tarot, your in-
tuitive abilities with gentle guiding prompts to nudge you
in the right direction (to assist you opening the gateway to

higher vibrational Knowing.)

Lucid Dreams Tarot was conceived from the desires of
my younger self, who was ready and eagerly awaiting
guidance in the early stages of my spiritual journey. This
guidebook is created in the way I wish (like, seriously re-

ally WISHED) someone would have explained it all to me.

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{ ABOUT YOUR CARDS }

The Lucid Dreams Beginners Tarot has 78 beautifully
designed cards with dreamy artworks to help you open
the gateway between your intuitive abilities, individual
card meanings and the energies surrounding your spreads.
Working with these Tarot cards facilitates a loving, safe
channel for spiritual wisdom to come through for both
wide-eyed novices and those already working with their

intuitive gifts.

Tarot cards are spiritually sacred tools used to connect
with angels, spirit guides, the Higher Self, Deities or the
‘God’ of your choice. They are entirely safe, and only
work with pure light,‘ and high vibrational energies. As the
vibration of your question, thought pattern or heart energy
imparts into the deck, you will draw the card(s) that match

this vibrational frequency.

It’s important to note that Tarot Cards act as a mirror. They

are incredibly empowering tools that perpetually
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assist us in developing our greater sense of self-aware-
ness. These cards are a language and system beyond words
— they are Universal symbols and energetic messages that
transcend time, space and human separation that helps us
to explore our individual and collectively shared experi-
ences here on Earth. It’s a way of piecing together the
stories that have created and shaped us to be who we are

today.

Tarot readings are something upon which we gaze that
reflect back to us what needs to be learned. As Anais
Nin said long ago “We don’t see things as they are, we
see things as we are.” Therefore, what we unconsciously
project onto the cards is a powerful reflection of our own
energetic state. You can use these tools as a part of your
spiritual practice to seize the potential of not only shaping
your world but to become the creator of your own reality
by harnessing the synergy of intention and spiritual aware-
ness. We are all here on this planet to master this process

of co-creation.

seat of your own reality!
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{ USING YOUR CARDS }

The Lucid Dreams Tarot Deck is such a special deck, be-
cause it aims to combine all the symbolism found in the
imagery from the traditional tarot, with important Key-
words prompts, as well as elemental and Zodiac symbols
for each card. It encourages confidence in your intuitive
abilities and helps soothe any anxiety or mental interfer-
ence when connecting with your cards during readings.

We will talk more about this soon, don’t worry!

The purpose of this Tarot Deck is to create positive expe-
riences; to gift you with Divine guidances so that you may
obtain clarity, in order to make the necessary adjustments
and actions that will lead you to the most beneficial out-

comes in your life.

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{ Making Your Deck Sacred}

Find a beautiful calming space for your cards to rest when
they’re not in use, such as, in its given box or bag, sitting
amongst your other spiritual tools or the rejuvenating en-
ergy of nature, crystals or plants.

I would always recommend finding a sacred card reading
cloth, not only will it protect your cards against rough sur-
faces when conducting card readings, but will also serve

as a spiritual Ritual to assist you in creating ‘Spiritual

Space’.

{Blessing The Cards}

Before you dive in and start using your cards, it’s import-
ant that you put your energy into them and spiritually con-
secrate them. Light a candle, find a quite space and let’s

get started!

Close your eyes, and intuitively connect to your cards
while you hold them in your hands, breathing mindfully,
holding them still, allow your soul to say “hello”, let the
energy flow from you, to your cards, and from the cards
back to you. Take your time to touch, spread, move around

and feel the card deck - whatever feels right for you.
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You can then open your eyes, and slowly make your way
through each card, taking note and connecting with the
imagery. Allow yourself a moments pause with each one.

Once you’ve met each card, take a moment to feel/think
about any specific prayer or intention you would like to
imbue the cards with for their lifetime. You will only need
to do this once, or after a long period of time without use.

Speak your message out loud, or from your heart.

Example Intention —

“I ask that these cards assist me in intuitively connecting
to my higher self, the Divine and spirit guides. I ask that
they be accurate, specific, and bring blessing to everyone
involved. Please help me to stay centered in my higher
self, so that I may hear, see, feel, and know the divine mes-

sages that you impart through me and these cards.

Please give me the confidence to understand, trust, and
follow through with these messages. May every reading
impart insight, wisdom and shine a light of truth, so that
I may advise myself and others I read for how to best to

approach situations, or areas of life. I ask that these cards
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assist me in developing my psychic abilities, by allowing
a channel of intuitive knowledge to flow easily and freely

through me. In love & light, it is so!”

{Asking Questions}

Unlocking the answers you seek, is deeply connected

to the quality of the questions you ask. The nature of the
mind is to seek solutions, even when it’s focused on the
problem. By rooting around for a thoughtful inquiry to the
problem, you may discover intuitive solutions even be-
fore consulting your cards. You will learn to use wordplay,
introspection, and creativity to craft an inquiry that your

Tarot Cards can clearly address.

Below are a few examples to help you understand phras-
ing. Notice how the ‘good’ questions offer an opening for
narration and dialogue? Frame your question in such a
way that it allows the cards to offer potential solutions,
growth and understanding. This will provide a richer,

more constructive experience. Also notice the tone of the
14



‘good’ questions, as they are always asked in a positive
light; negative tones tend to result in a weaker reflection

within the cards.

Good Examples —
“What is it about that is for my highest good?”
“What lessons can I learn from 27

“Can you reveal which career option is ideal for my great-
est growth and success?”

“May I please have clarification as to my partners feel-
ings about our relationship?”

“Please provide me with clarity as to which direction is
beneficial for my highest good and life path potential?”
“In what ways will I be able to overcome to
step into my greatest self?”

“What can I do to create the love life I desire?”

“What’s been blocking me in finding a new job, and how
can I release these blockages?”

“How can I live in alignment with my Soul’s purpose?”

Poor Examples —
“Which job will get me the most money?”

“Is my partner cheating on me?”

“Will I ever find love?”
“Will I find a new job?
“Why hasn't happened already?”

Alternatively, you can always ask the cards what they
want to express at this time. Such as ‘What do I really

need to know right now?

Utilising ‘Follow Up’ Questions

A single major question (for a single card reading), can
then be broken down into smaller follow up questions, that
will serve to explore different elements of the first ques-
tion. In this way you are creating your own spread and

intuitive reading as you go along.

Example -
“How can I live in alignment with my Souls éurpose? ”
This can be broken down into specified follow up ques-
tions such as:

I - “What is my souls purpose?”

II - “What inner work do I need to be doing in order to be
in alignment  with my Soul’s purpose?”

III - “How can I discover my Soul's purpose?”

IV - “What resources are available to me that will help me
connect to . my Soul’s purpose?”

... and so on.

{Shuffling the Deck}
I believe shuffling the deck is a deeply personal prefer-

ence. Do whatever you feel called to!

I personally shuffle my cards allowing the card/s to ‘jump’
out while shuffling, or until I feel called to stop in which
case I pull the immediate card/s from the top of the deck.
And sometimes the bottom! Whatever flows! There may
even be a card sticking out a little awkwardly after the

shuffle that is calling out to you ‘Hello! Pick me!”

Others like to fan their cards out and run their hands over
them. Some like to cut their deck into three piles, then
reutrn them to one pile and select the top card. You can
even just split the deck and use that card too. There are
unlimited possibilities. The key is that you follow your

intuitions guidance.

Now, which ever way you choose to shuffle I would
17



recommend connecting to your heart space, and notice any
intuitive thoughts, visions, feelings, words you may be re-
ceiving while shuffling. Remember these impressions may
be subtle, so pay attention to them, they will help guide

you to further understand the cards you draw.

{Making a Spread}
If you are creating a spread for the reading, lay the cards
out in relation to the question being asked; take a moment

to choose the most appropriate spread.

I personally love to just ‘flow” when I do my card read-
ings. I will usually ask a few questions to have a basic
structure to my reading, then flow as I go along by asking

follow up questions or asking for ‘clarifying cards’.

There will be a section of this guidebook that will give you
a variety of spreads for you to utilise for your readings.
When you begin using Tarot, simplicity is key. Don’t over-
whelm yourself, allow time for your knowledge to deepen

before exploring large card spreads.
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{ THE WISDOM OF THE TAROT }

The Lucid Dreams Beginners Tarot is always ready to
assist you with its visually intuitive language and time-
less wisdom. Today, there are a million and one resources
available that explore the Tarot in such complexities and
detail! But here, we’re just going to softly touch on the ba-
sics and focus on the overall energetic structure -- so you
can dip your toes in and get started using these beautiful

divination tools.

{The Tarot}

The 78 cards in a Tarot deck are created from a Major
and Minor Arcarna. There are four suits that form the
Minor Arcarna (Cups, Wands, Swords and Pentacles),

and 22 individual cards that form the Major Arcarna.

The Tarot follows ‘The Fool’ (Card 0/the first card in the
deck) as he journeys through the different stages and expe-
riences in life. The Fool’s Journey is a metaphor of

our own individual life paths and is able to reflect back
19



to us our physical, spiritual and emotional vibrational

experiences, both past, present and future.

Each Major Arcana card stands for a stage on that
journey - an experience that a person must incorporate to
realize his wholeness (is represented by the The World
card, the last card of the Major Arcarna). They hold great
energetic messages, spiritual power and provide deeper
insights into our major life lessons, karma and spiritual
awakening. Special attention should be paid when a
Major Arcarna card shows up.

Cards of the Minor Arcarna are also important, however
they are more likely to guide you through the everyday

events of life. The nitty-gritty 3rd Dimensional ‘stuff’.

PS. This will all make more sense as we go along!

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{THE MAJOR ARCARNA}

We’re going to take a little journey through the Major
Arcarna together -- in regards to The Fools Journey!
I would recommend finding and pulling these cards out as
we go along, this way you can connect with each card and

gain a little overview of what’s to come!

e The first card is THE FOOL, represented by the number
0. He is the birth of a soul into the body ready to begin his
Earthly journey. He is unaware of his connection to the
Divine and Unity Consciousness of all things. He has no
fear, and is ready to explore the world with an innate sense
of innocence, hope and carelessness - unaware and lack of

care for what lay ahead.

o Next, we have THE MAGICIAN represented by the
number 1. It is the first awareness of ones own power and
his ability to create and manifest. He has the understand-
ing and mastery of the 4 elements water, air, fire, earth
- represented by the four suits of the Minor Arcarna, that

are present on the table in front of him.
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° We then come across THE HIGH PRIESTESS who re-
minds us that there is mystical forces beyond our third-di-
mensional reality. Ruled by the moon and intuition, she
has no need for action, thoughts or words. She is the mys-

terious unconscious.

° We come across the beautiful EMPRESS as number 3.
She represents the Queen of all Minor Arcarna Queens, the
Fool’s Mother and Mother Earth. The Empress is the ulti-
mate balanced Divine Feminine Energy, she’s nourishing
and life-giving. She gives birth to the natural world that

surrounds us, helping us connect to nature and sensation.

° THE EMPEROR is number 4 and represents the Divine
Masculine energy and the father. He is the representative
of structure and authority. He commands the four corners
of the world his beautiful wife (The Empress) has brought
into being. The Fool also encounters rules. These restric-
tions can be frustrating, but, through the patient direction

of the Father, the Fool begins to understand their purpose

e When we meet THE HEIROPHANT we meet a man who

is beyond the need to control or dictate the external world
23



and the four elements. He is number 5, which taps into the
5th element of ‘Spirit’ in regards to our 3D world - reli-
gion and beliefs. The Fool learns the organized belief sys-

tems that begin to surround and inform the growing child.

o THE LOVERS as card number 6, it challenges The Fool
to balance union energies between himself and another. He
wants to reach out and become half of a loving partnership
that he so desperately yearns for. It is also representative
of the eternal dilemma of making choices based on our

free will.

o THE CHARIOT as card 7 represents the control and‘
mastery in The Fools journey. Through will power and
discipline he has learnt inner control and confidence in his
abilities in his environment. At this stage in the journey he
is feeling in command and has asserted his success, and

will continue to push forwards with force.

o STRENGTH comes in as The Fools next lesson - just
when he thought he had everything under control - he is
met with new challenges that may cause disillusionment

and test his spirit. He learns here to develop softer qual-
24



of inner strength, patience, tolerance and loving assertion.

° We meet THE HERMIT walking along the path of
knowledge. It’s at this point The Fool begins seeking a
deeper truth, looking inward trying to understand himself.
He craves time for solitude, contemplation and wisdom

from spiritual teachers.

o THE WHEEL OF FORTUNE represents the intricate
wonders of patters and cycles held within the fabric of our
existence and the grand bigger picture of the Universe.
The Fools meets fate at card 10, a chance encounter or
seemingly miraculous occurrence that begins to turn the

wheel again and begin the process of change.

e JUSTICE is met at card 11, where The Fool is asked to
step back and look at the cause and effect of his actions
have brought him, up until this point. He learns to balance

and clear his slate when the hands of Justice are served.

° THE HANGED MAN is total surrender and letting go.
At this point The Fool feels like he has sacrificed every-

thing and feels defeated unsure of what to do other than
25



pause. During this time of R&R, his soul is able to speak
up. The Fool finds his Inner World and connects with a
deep truth that enables him to let go of control, trust and

shift his perspectives in alignment with serenity and peace.

o The Fool is met with DEATH, and now begins to elim-
inate the old and welcome in anew. This transformation is
a process of death and rebirth. It’s not always easy, and of-
ten painfui (especially for the ego), but The Fool realises
that is a blossoming of an entirely new and more fulfilling

way of life.

o The journey has been a wild ride insofar, but soon re-‘
alises the balance and stability brought to him by TEM-
PERANCE. He learns to heal every level of his being,
including his physical, emotional, mental and spiritual
bodies. He is cleansed and rejuvenated by the angelic
waters. Just look how far he’s come since the powerful

aggressive Chariot!

o Eventually (yes, it was bound to happen) The Fool en-
counters THE DEVIL at card 15. It has the ability to twist

the words of all of the lessons we have learned and trick
26



us into believing that they are as much lies as he is telling.
But he can only harm us if we are blind to the fact we
ourselves are the ones with the power. The Devil requires
mastery of self-awareness and release of unconscious tox-
ic patterns that keep us chained to our shadow side within

us all.

e The Fool may often only find release from The Devil
when he is met with a TOWER moment. It represents de-
struction of the very foundation that life, belief systems,
relationships etc have been built upon. These moments of
sudden change and upheaval may seem chaotic but are di-
vinely guided to assist in a major life revelation and inner
realisation. Yes, sometimes the Divine has to step in to as-
sist you! The painful experience from the severe shakeup
are all entirely worthwhile, even if The Fool doesn’t see

this at the time.

e THE STAR is ultimate hope, tranquility, inspiration and
healing. The naked woman is vulnerable, exposed and ra-
diating as a beacon of trust. The Fool’s faith in himself and
the Divine are restored here. His heart opens and his love

freely pours out.
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o THE MOON enters the skies to shake things up again
for The Fools. It represents falling into illusions, hid-
den unconscious things from lack of mental clarity or
awareness. Here we see deep seated fears arise along-
side anxiety coming the surface. The Fool intuitively

knows there is more going on here than meets the eye.

o THE SUN radiates and shines light onto all aspects of
that which has been hidden. It enlightens all that it touch-
es. The Fool feels the warmth of joy, ultimate happiness
and understanding from this new expansive awareness. He
now enjoys vibrant energies and enthusiasm. This is the

happiest card in the entire deck.

o The Fool finally is called by JUDGEMENT, at card 20.
His ego has shed, and feels refreshed and cleansed. He
forgives himself and others as he answers the final call
of judgement. He is being called to rise up, to answer his

higher calling now to fulfill his life purpose.

o The WORLD is the final card in the Major Arcarna! The
Fool ‘re-enters’ the world, but this time with a more com-

plete understanding. He has integrated all the disparate
28



parts of himself and has achieved ‘wholeness’. He under-
stands Unity Consciousness and his place in the world as
a part of a larger ‘whole’. He has leveled up, and ready for
a new journey after closing out this journey’s cycle and

learnt all the lessons presented to him.

{THE MINOR ARCARNA}

The Minor Arcarna is 56 cards made up from 4 suits, and
similarly, a story line can be followed through each of the
suits. typically symbolize with everyday happenings in
one’s life. If you are feeling called to, you can organise
your deck into suits, and review them chronologically,
starting with the Aces -- each suit has it’s own unique sto-

ryline that tells a tale from start to finish!

o {CUPS} -
The Suit of Cups represents emotions, feelings, intuition
and creativity. It appears in readings as a response to rela-
tionships, emotional connection with others and self. The
cups are associated with the element of water — it’s a
feminine energy that symbolises fluidity, intuition, heal-

ing, feelings and emotions, and relationships.
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o Strengths : At its best, it reflects an open, intuitive gen-
tle emotional maturity, flow, healing, cleansing, creativity,
and inner knowing.

o Weaknesses: At its worst, it can be a destructive tidal
wave that wreaks total havoc from being unable to master
or control ones emotions. It can be a reflection of being
totally absorbed in emotions, fantasies and an unhealthy

balance with logic.

° {WANDS} °
The Suit of Wands represents your energy, motivation and
passions. It appears in readings as a response to spiritual-
ity, purpose and new ideas. The wands are associated with
the element of Fire - it’s a masculine energy that symbo-
lises enthusiasm, passion and creativity, embodying will-

power, zest for life.

o Strengths : At its best, it reflects inspirations, courage,
drive, abilities to change our external world, action-orien-
tated, adventurous and open.

o Weaknesses: At its worst, it refers to lack of direction,
recklessness, volatility, anger, hot-headedness and fiery

destruction.
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¢« {SWORDS} °
The Suit of Swords represents your thoughts, words ac-
tions. It appears in readings as a response to the commu-
nication of ideas, inner thoughts and assertion of ideas.
The swords are associated with the element of Air - it’s a
masculine energy that symbolises knowledge, action and
power, it can lead by force and power, even though it re-

mains unseen.

o Strengths : At its best, it shows strength in the realm of
thought, communication and intelligence.

o Weaknesses: At its worst, it can be problematic, mani-
festing as conflict, passive-aggression, bully, intimidation

and cold-heartedness.

o {PENTACLES} °
The Suit of Pentacles represents work, career, material
possessions and finances. It appears in readings as a re-
sponse to career, wealth and world pursuits. The pentacles
are associated with the element of Earth — it’s a feminine
energy that symbolises physically tangibility, grounding,

staBility, support and fertility.
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o Strengths : At its best, it shows up as resilience, abun-
dance, hard-working, solid foundations, reliability, re-
sponsible and ambitious.

o Weaknesses: At its worst, it shows up as greed, jealousy,

laziness, materialism, carelessness and stubbornness.

{COURT CARDS}

Another major component to explore is the court cards
within each of the suits. We have Aces, followed by cards
numbered 2 through to 10, and finally we welcome in
the Court Cards! Some say that the Court Cards are the
hardest to grasp in tarot, however, as stated earlier in this
guide my aim is to guide you through the tarot as though )
I was sharing my current wisdom with my younger self.
I know how I would have loved to have learnt this - and
I know it can throw a lot of reader in the loops - so here
is a beautiful, straight forward approach I would love to

share with you!

PS - If you feel like pulling out all the court cards now

to have a look at them as we explore them, please do so!
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Court Cards are said to represent people, personalities and
specific approaches to life. Just like human beings, each
Court Card has their own unique quirks and characteris-
tics. So when a court card appears take a moment to reflect
on who, or what aspect of your personality (or that of an-

other) is currently effecting your situation.

Once we set a structure and mental framework for our
minds torwork with, we can then allow our intuition to
freely roam from the starting gates. The framework is
on the premise that each court card belongs to a ‘Suit’
(cups, pentacles, wands and swords) and then is in order of
‘Rank’. So you really just need to have a basic understand-
ing of each suit and ranks characteristics, then to interpret
any court card you can combine your understanding of the

framework with your intuition.

Four Ranks and Four Suits is a total of 16 combinations

- trust me though, it’s easier than it sounds! You’ll get it!

{The Four Suits}

e We just explored, so let’s explore the ranks...
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{The Four Ranks in The Court Cards}

One of the biggest keys to the court cards is their individ-
ual relationship and connection to their suit. They are best
interpreted within their own self-reflexive narration to
their ‘element’ rather than to the outside world. Remem-

ber, it’s a reflection of their mastery of their suit!

° PAGES: The youngest of the court cards. A playful,
youthful energy, with innocence and naivety with the suits
energy. They may still have a lot to learn about their suit,
but they observe it with fresh new eyes and a sense of

wonderment.

e KNIGHTS: The teenager of the court cards. They are
learning to utilise their element and integrate it within
their life, however they are quite erratic or unstable with
it. One minute they think they have it all figured out, they
next they are learning from scratch again. They are super

proactive about it though!

° QUEENS: A beautiful mature energy who embodies the

traits of her element and radiates that energy from the in-
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side out. She a the living breathing personification. She
leads by example by setting her intentions and beliefs and
following through in alignment with her inner world. This

is the feminine energy or Yin.

e KINGS: The mature energy who projects the energy of
his suit outwardly in the world. He leads by action and
allows others to follow. This is the masculine energy or

Yang.

Okoy, heres o feur guicktipstoo -

* Do not let age and gender dilute your relationship with
the court cards. It does not have to be taken literally, but
rather in the sense of energetic value and vibrational em-

bodiment.

e A great tip is to loosely relate each card to someone
you know who reflects the qualities of each court card.
This way when the card shows up you can ask yourself,
‘What would X do in this situation?’ ‘How would X react

or interpret this challenge?’
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{ THE ELEMENTS IN TAROT}

The four elements (Fire, Water, Air and Earth) are reflect-
ed in the four suits in the Tarot (Wands, Cups, Swords
and Pentacles, respectively), and are ALSO embodied by
the Zodiac Signs. Can you see how everything is slowly
fitting into place? Are you noticing that there are larger

systems creating order and structure of these energies?

{About the Elements} Our lives seemingly drift in an out
of these four elements. We are experiencing them during
the ‘everyday’ of our lives. From the way our communi-
cations are drawn from 4/R; emotions are stirred up and
carried by the currents of WATER, our actions driven by
the impulses of FIRE and the way in which we attempt to
deal with EARTH-Iy matters in the material world. Our
entire human existence is sensed through the experiential

energetic dance of the elements within us.

This fiery realm deals with all aspects of creating and in-
teracting with others around us. The element is sexual by
nature and is a natural drive that pulls us towards our indi-
vidual sources of passion and inspiration. Fire’s challenge
centers on our use of will and our expression of instinctu-
al drives in all their creative and destructive phases. It’s
an element that is inspirited to consume all in its path, it

burns forcefully, deliberately & vibrantly — will eventu-
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-1y burn out when the time comes to recreate anew.

V { EARTH } For mankind, the Earth beneath our
feet is the acme of grounding and solidity in both a literal
and figurative sense. The Earth signs Taurus, Virgo and
Capricorn produce a being who believes in solidity, in pal-

pable reality and in aims which are practically attainable.

This is the realm that sets us up in the physical realm. It
concentrates on our psychical manifestations and world-
ly progress. These Earth signs concern themselves with
social survival and the provisions in which our psychical
Earth-based needs are met. This element roots itself in re- :
sponsibility and our roles in the communities and world

we live in. This is where we manifest our existence.

A {AIR } Air symbolises man’s thoughts and mental
powers. It is the positive power which raised him above
the animal and therefore worth noting that not one of the
Air signs has an animal symbol. The air is the element
most ‘apart of the Earth’ and thus people under this influ-
ence have the least inclination to Earthly things. Usually

the air signs show an extraordinary disdain of Earthly
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things. Usually the air signs show an extraordinary disdain
of Earthly logic and this is in some degree proved by Gem-

ini and Libra, but chiefly by Aquarius.

Elemental air vibrates in our minds and thoughts. The way
in which we think and attempt to communicate our inner
wisdoms are it’s true mysteries. The way to master this
element is through our breath; we’re able to use our breath
as a means of ordering our thoughts, to discipline and find
clarity in the activity of the mind. Our ability to speak
and communicate effectively with ourselves and others is
channeled through this element. Our individual perspec-
tives on life and philosophy are formulated here as well.
Overall, how we utilise our mental powers can be like a

gentle zephyr, or a howling gail.

v { WATER } The element of water is the negative
female principle and symbolises emotions, feeling and in-
tuition. In all three signs forming within this triangle, the
energy of sentiment is prominent. Water signs are partic-
ularly sensitive to the sea of emotions in which they live
and instinctively connect with other along the vibrations

of feeling.
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This realm mainly centers on our feelings, intuition and
imagination. Usually these energies are nebulous and dif-
ficult to hold in focus. Our emotions flow like the ebbs
and flows of water, that are constantly changing. Our in-
dividual truths find their form in our visions and feelings
before they morph into something new. In order to know
this element, we must allow emotions to freely flow to the
surface and trust the intuitive visionary qualities of our

imaginations and dreams.

{ THE ZODIAC IN TAROT}

In card readings, the twelve Zodiaé energies can be in-
terpreted in a few of different ways; they can be taken
quite literally in terms of them symbolising people in your
life, or as vibrational representations of energy signatures.
The zodiac card suit encompasses multiple aspects of any
given situation, person, self-reflection, event, emotion and
energetic vibration that is conditioning the space of a spe-

cific card position, or encompassing an entire inquiry.

It is imperative that you stay open to the unique cosmic
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fingerprint that each zodiac sign is offering. By intuiting
how each of their vibrational personalities may be offer-
ing insights, clarity and higher wisdom for you will enrich

your readings and understanding of the cards.

It’s this Earth-centric viewpoint in which we are able to
gain greater understanding and wisdom of our Universal
existence. Our mission here on Earth is far greater than

conceivable by the human mind.
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{ NUMEROLOGY IN TAROT}

Numerology is a whole field of spiritual and divinatory
study, that goes well beyond the realms of tarot. However,
tarot Numerology differs somewhat from that of tradition-
al Numerology in a few ways. In tarot, the symbolic mean-
ing of the numbers are kept as a means of referencing and
organising the meaning of the cards. Understanding these
symbolic numerical associations is crucial when working
with any traditional tarot and extremely valuable when

you are just beginning to learn tarot all together.

Numerology within the cards provides you with the oppor- p
tunity to skilfully analyse the strengths and weaknesses
in human nature. It can help you learn more about life
events, karmic principles, conscious and subconscious,
connect you with Higher Spiritual Wisdom and assist you
in seizing opportunities (for yourself or clients) that may
have previously been missed by your awareness. By in-
corporating Numerology — or at lease being aware of it
— during your readings, you’ll be unveiling a subtext that
will enrich your spiritual messages and in turn cultivate a

deeper sense of understanding from within.
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Keep an eye our for numerological themes, to draw the
most enriched meanings from your card readings! Numer-
ology can be used to interpret a single card or an entire
reading. For example, the one’s are about new beginnings,
creation and determination, whereas the ten’s are about
endings and conclusions. For larger card spreads Numer-
ology can be used to detect certain themes by interpreting
the quantity and quality of numbers (or number sequenc-

es) that appear in the reading.

For example, the presence of three four’s in a reading
would indicate fruition, or the manifestation of an idea
along with a strong, fertile foundation where things can
grow. A series of ascending numbers, such as 4 -5 -6 ap-
pearing together strongly indicates ascension and forward

progress and vice versa....
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{ 0 } Zero means nothing and so it often symbolises the
potential we have to form something new out of what
doesn’t exist. In some cases, zero is seen as representative
of the beginning, much like The Fool appears at the begin-
ning of the Tarot. We lay witness to the new and exciting

life journeys they are about to embark on.

{ I }The number one carries an energy of that which de-
notes that which is soon to commence and take form. It’s
filled with inspiration, opportunities, new beginnings,
potentiality and new endeavors. It signifies Universal
Source, because any number that’s multiplied by one will
always equals itself. In the traditional Tarot deck, one is
represented by The Magician, who takes control of his
own environment and gains personal power by manipulat-

ing that which is around him.

{ II } Number two represents balance, partnership, shar-
ing, duality, decisions and crossroads, diplomacy and
agreement. Many twos in a reading can indicate that there
is partial success in the present, but more will be revealed
over time. It can also indicate a reconciliation or reunion.

It’s ultimately related to the polarity and duality that exists
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throughout the Universal existence; yin and yang, light

and dark, masculine God and feminine divine.

{ III } Number three is a vibrational representation of
growth, the initial achievement of goals, creative expres-
sion and communication. It’s the outcome of numbers one
and two before it and goes through four to finally bring
about the desired goal and the envisioned dream. Many
three’s in a reading can indicate group scenarios, creative
energies and an abundance of communication with future

SUCCESSES.

{ IV } The number four represents practicality, structure,
foundation, organisation, planning, formation, stabil-
ity and masculine energies. It manifests as a well-built,
thoroughly planned out foundation of ideas and proper
application. It’s a result of the imaginative, creative and
desirous energies of one, two and three. If multiple fours
appear in your reading, it’s an indication of fruition and
the manifestation of ideas that have the perfect founda-

tions in which to grow.

{ V } Fives energy is all about instability, change, oppor-
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unities for growth through hardship, conflict, recreation
and time for change. Many fives n one reading strongly
suggests challenge, chaos and fluctuation. They can also
indicate an imbalance between material prosperity and

spiritual poverty.

{ VI } Sixes bring us a calming energy after the chaos of
five. It vibrates balance, harmony, love, comfort, new ad-
justments, problem-solving and rewarded outcomes. Six
has grounding abilities, that pull us back to ‘home’. There
is a lot of empathy and love vibrating in abundance at this
level. Many six’s in a reading will indicate the strength

you have to transcend difficulties.

{ VII } Seven is connected to introspect, reflection, in-
telligence, spiritual knowledge, wisdom, perfect order,
meditation, and discovery. It’s the Truth Seeker represent-
ing our journey through experiences where understanding
develops, and faith in the unknown is attained.

Seven is all about the feminine energies that
bring us the inner workings of intuition, though forms and
consciousness. Many sevens in a reading indicate a time

of solitude, soulful rest, and a period of introspection.
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{ VIII } Number eight is representative power and strength,
and the synergy of the material and spiritual worlds. It vi-
brates spiritual fortitude, success, accomplishment, attain-
ment, capabilities, re-evaluations and positive movements

towards the right direction.

It’s a powerful energy that springs forth from within and
enables you to accomplish what you’ve set out to do.

Many eights in a reading indicate positive change of mind.

{ IX } Nine is all about wrapping things up, conclusions,
completion, fulfillment, and becoming a sage of wisdom
and spiritual inépirations for others. Many nines in a read-
ing will indicate that the situation or journey at hand is
nearing completion, and the next phase await. They ask
you to start preparing yourself to open the new door

ahead...

{ X } Because ten is neither the end nor the beginning, but
a transition between an ending and a beginning to a high-
er order of things. It is the start of a whole new order of
numbers as well as being the culmination of the numbers

that come before it.
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{ XI } 11 -- Eleven is a Master Number and as the name
implies, represents energies or vibrations that are more
highly evolved than ordinary numbers. There is a high lev-
el of intuition, creativity and illumination. The appearance
of Master Number eleven is a kind of call to take the path
of deeper spiritual fulfillment. It indicates an opportunity

to fulfill ourselves in new and deeper ways.

{ XXII } 22 -- Known as ‘The Master Teacher’, number
twenty-two is also a Master Number and cannot be com-
pounded into a single digit. It exists in an extraordinarily
high vibrational state, two-fold to that of eleven. Its en-
ergy holds incredible powers of manifestation, creativity,

and connection to Divine.
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{ INTERPRETING YOUR CARDS }

The part I'm sure you’ve been eager to get to - Reading

the cards! Take your time to really explore this section...

Intuition is your most important tool for interpreting the
story that cards are telling you. There is a superior guid-
ance system that dwells within you. Tapping into your in-
tuitive guidance system opens up a whole new dimension

of understanding and perception.

To start, observe the cards that lay before you — notice if
there are any major elements, symbols, numbers, words
or feelings. Focus on reading your cards as a whole sto-
ry rather than getting too caught up in just one card. Let
the cards combine with your intuitive heart, so that it may

draw your attention where it needs to be.

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{Card Layouts and Structure}

Your cards have been designed to help you as much as pos-
sible during this rapid learning curve. The unique words/
symbols designed into this deck are here as gentle little
nudges to guide you in the right direction and to build trust in
your intuition. The keywords and symbols are not intended
to be read verbatim - I would highly encourage you to steer

clear of pulling a card and simply reading the keywords.

Ideally, you would pull a card, and connect with the im-
agery first. Tap into the colours, movement, scenario, and
mood of the card. Allow IT to tell YOU the story. Howev-
er, ofcourse there may be a specific word that jumps out
to you on the card, which will assist you in interpreting
your own unique meaning each time. Card meanings are

not set in stone, and your intuition will always triumphs!

The Zodiac signs, elemental symbols and ruling planets
are there to assist you with additional information if you
get stuck, or if you are drawn to one of thees symbols
for deeper meaning, then you intuition is calling you to

explore and incorporate this into meaning,
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{Simple Tips}

Here is a section of simple tips you can continually come
back to and revisit should you ever need a little reminder!
I would recommend bookmarking this page to help prompt
you during your readiﬁgs while you are still getting use to

the cards and performing readings.
-- Take a deep breath, relax and let it flow! --

* Take notice of what suit the card/s are in. Are they cups,
swords, wands or pentacles? Is there one more dominant
than the rest? Is there an entire suit missing from the read-

ing? What does this tell you?

e Is there multiple Major Arcarna cards present? Or is it

mostly Minor Arcarna?

° How many court cards are there? How many people are

involved?

° Take note of the reversals and their relationship to the

other cards around them in the spread.
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o Are there are series of number present? Are they all the
same (emphasis), ascending (progression) or descending

(backwards undoing)?

e Have any of these cards appeared multiple times in my

past readings? Why is this card/s continually showing up?
o If the court cards could speak to one another in this
spread, what would they say? How would they behave and
react to one another or the energies around them?

o Are there multiple Aces in the spread?

o [s there one particular card that is calling out to you?
What about it are you being drawn to? Is it something
about the imagery? What emotions does this raise? What
intuitive thoughts are coming through?

e What cards come before and after this in the Tarot Deck?

e How does it make me feel?

o What am I drawn to on this card?
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e “What do I know about this suit?”

* “Is the spread dominated by a certain zodiac sign, what

does this tell me about myself and my inner world?”

Have a go yourself! Test out the idea of tapping into the
imagery, and the letting the story unfold in your minds
eye. Pull a few cards - there’s no need to ask any questions
or create a spread at this point - just practice connecting
with one card at a time asking “What is this cards energy?
What is it communicating?” Continue until you have 2 or
3 interpreted cards in front of you. Then ask, “what story

do they now tell that they are together?”
Tip: When you think you're done, continue you ask “What
Else?... What else?... What else?...” You will be so su-

prised what comes up!

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{A Quick Note About Reversals}

Should you have a reversed card appear in your reading,
understand that this individual card took a little more en-
ergy to turn itself around. It’s asking for slightly more at-
tention. It’s important to note that reversed cards are not to
be interpreted as dark, or negative, but rather energy that

is requiring your conscious presence.

{How to Interpret Them}

As with everything in Tarot, how you choose to interpret
and read your cards is entirely up to you. Here are THREE
different ways you can read reversals and incorporate
them into your meanings. -- Please note, these techniques
are entirely interchangeable, some days I will read my re-
versals as my inner world reflection (1), other days it’s an

energy block (II), just follow your intuition.

{I} You can interpret upright cards as your External
World, and use the same upright meanings for you rever-
sals, but as a reflection of your Inner World! Ofcourse, if
you were to do this, you can ignore the reverse keywords
on your cards and use the prompts for your upright posi-

tion.
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Example -- Using this technique the Ace of Cups can be
interpreted upright as new emotions, love etc. as a part of
your External World. In reverse, you can ignore the key-
words on the card and interpret it as a reflection of your
Inner World by understanding it as self-love, self-nourish-

ment, new emotional awakenings within you.

{II} With technique number II, you can interpret reversals
as indications that the qualities and energies described by
the cards may be blocked, hidden or internalised.

Example -- Using this technique the Ace of Cups can be
interpreted upright as new emotions and love still, but in
reverse it would indicate the lack of love, an inability to

love, feelings of emptiness and repressed emotions.

Does this makes sense? Pull out the Ace Of Cups card and
re-read this section again with the card next to you this
time - see if you can pick up on it.

{IIl} Technique three is simple, and most beginners

choose to opt for this for simplicity and ease. You can
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simply turn your cards upright and not read reversals at
all! Yes, it’s entirely possible, and there are a lot of Tarot

Experienced Readers out there who choose to ignore them.

(I personally prefer to incorporate reversals as I feel there
is a deeper understanding that can be accessed by incor-

porating them.)

Remember - The choice is yours with how you choose to
read the reversed cards! There is no right or wrong. Go

with what flows, trust that your intuition will guide you!

{ CARD SPREADS }

When you begin your journey with Tarot start with small,
quickreadingswithonlyafewcards. Youcanasksimpleques-

tions and receive simple answers that are easier to interpret.

Revisit ‘Asking A Question’ section before progressing to

refresh your mind about setting intention for your spread.
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The large majority of the answers you seek will make it
seem like the cards have been divinely guided to answer
your question. Other times there may moments where the
answer does not appear to be specifically answering your
question -- these are the moments that will really ask you
to tap into and develop your intuition, your ability to read
the cards and your ability to make decisions. Clear your

mind, meditate and return to the spread if you get stuck.

{One-Card Technique}

Every card embodies a specific energy, concept and
psychology, and any one card has the ability to pro-
vide you with answers and the clarity you seek. Use
this method for daily guidance, especially when

time is precious, or you need a quick energy update.

I would recommend using the One-Card-Technique until

you become familiar with each card.

Tips: When using a one-card reading, you may find that
one card jumps out of the deck while shuffling - this card
is your answer! If two fly out, then they both were wanting

to come out together, so read them both!
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{Three-Card Technique}

When you are comfortable with the one-card technique
you are then ready to learn a few three-card spreads.
These spreads have the ability to give you a broader per-
spective of the situation, and will give you the crystal
clear insight you need. Seriously, you can get super deep

with just three cards!

First choose a spread you would like to perform (there is
a list to choose from on the next page), then shuffle your
deck as you ask your overall question, laying out each

three cards one by one when you are ready.
